Commissioner Eberle moved to adopt resolution #1158 approving a professional services contract with Shiels, Obletz, Johnsen, Inc. (SOJ) with the 3 amendments as discussed for project management of the Downtown Boise Streetcar Initiative. Commissioner Reberger seconded the motion.
