REPORT: PROPOSED 2008 TRANSPORTATION LEGISLATION (VALLEY REGIONAL TRANSIT) – Kelli Fairless and Matt Stoll, Valley Regional Transit, gave a report.  There was a unanimous consent that the staff draft a letter of support for Valley Regional Transit.  No other action was required.

CONSIDER: DRAFT CCDC SUBSTAINABILITY POLICY - Scot Oliver, Special Projects Manager, gave a report.  No action was required.

CONSIDER: RESOLUTION #1120 EXTENSION OF R/M LINE OF CREDIT – Todd Bunderson, Chief Financial Officer, gave a report.

Commissioner Shealy moved to adopt Resolution #1122 approving the First Amendment to the Agreement to Negotiate Exclusively (ERN) for 620 S. 9th Street with Library Blocks Development LLC.  Commissioner May seconded the motion.

REPORT: RECOMMENDED STREETSCAPE GRANTS FOR OCTOBER 2007 APPLICATION CYCLE - Katina Dutton; Development Manager, gave a report.

REPORT: COUNTY FIRST HOUR FREE - Max Clark, Parking and Facilities Director, gave a report.

Commissioner May moved to authorize staff to proceed with finalizing an agreement with Ada County for a First Hour Free parking program along the Courthouse Corridor.  Commissioner Reberger seconded the motion.

All said Aye.

The motion carried 6-0.

CONSIDER: PARKING CONSORTIUM - Max Clark, Parking and Facilities Director, gave a report.

Commissioner Krick moved for approval of the Carl Walker, Inc. proposal to provide parking consulting services and authorize the Executive Director to execute any necessary documents related to the study, and to pursue the joint agreement with other interested parties.  Commissioner Reberger seconded the motion.

All said Aye.

The motion carried 6-0.

CONSIDER: PARKING SYSTEM FINDINGS KICKOFF - Max Clark, Parking and Facilities Director, gave a report.

Commissioner May moved for approval of the Parking System Funding Study and the initiation of recruitment for Parking Advisory Committee members.  Commissioner Reberger seconded the motion.

All said Aye.

The motion carried 6-0.

REPORT: OPERATIONS REPORT- Max Clark, Parking and Facilities Director, gave 

a report.

No action was required.

Alan Shealy left the meeting at 2:20 p.m.

CONSIDER: AUTHORIZING TO NEGOTIATE WITH 1111 WEST JEFFERSON LLC REGARDING CCDC LEASE OF PARKING AND ACQUISITION FOR OPEN SPACE ON BLOCK 47 - Mike Hall, Development Director, gave a report.  

Commissioner Reberger moved to authorize the Executive Director to negotiate an exclusive right agreement, memorandum of understanding, or letter of intent with 1111 West Jefferson, LLC for a lease by CCDC of parking stalls in the Boise Plaza parking garage planned for the site at 1223 West Jefferson Street and, as a condition of the lease, an option or similar agreement for CCDC to acquire land for public open space on Block 47, Boise City Original Townsite.  CCDC agrees to several terms to be included in the parking lease as follows: 

· CCDC to lease 200 parking stalls for a period of five years with two one-year extensions to be exercised at CCDC’s sole discretion at a rate of $89 per stall per month.  

· Lease payments are to occur annually and in advance. 

· Period of lease will begin at the “completion of the garage” and no sooner than July 1, 2009.  “Completion of garage” will be defined as a time period of no greater than 60 days after granting of certificate of occupancy for the garage by Boise City.  

· 1111 West Jefferson LLC will maintain and operate the parking garage, including the 200 stalls leased to CCDC. 

· CCDC will sell monthly parking passes through its normal process,  at a rate consistent with CCDC’s Parking Rate Policy.

· Parking under CCDC’s lease may not be segregated from other parking in the garage.  

It shall be a condition of the CCDC parking lease that 1111 West Jefferson LLC grant CCDC an option or similar exclusive right to acquire land for public open space on Block 47, Boise City Original Townsite currently held in lease or fee by 1111 West Jefferson LLC.  The option or similar exclusive right will include terms and provisions that: 

· Define the purpose of the land acquisition as open space for the mutual benefit of adjoining property owners and the general public. 

· Define the size of the site to be acquired in terms of a range expressed in square feet. 

· Establish a unit purchase price of the land expressed as price per square foot.

· Establish open space design principles and objectives and define a process by which the two parties may reach agreement on the size, configuration, and design of the open space.  

· Describe a process to address the ongoing maintenance needs of the public open space.  

· Define the timing of the land acquisition and open space improvements which are to be determined in part or entirely by the timing of the development of parcels adjoining the open space parcel(s).   

· Identify subdivision and other entitlement processes required to facilitate the provision of open space.  

The lease and all attached options and agreements shall be entered into for the purpose of facilitating execution by the Developer of a master plan for the landholdings around and including the Boise Plaza office building.  The exclusive right agreement, memorandum of understanding, or letter of intent shall be presented to the Board for consideration at a subsequent Board meeting.  Commissioner Krick seconded the motion.

All said Aye.

The motion carried 5-0.  

REPORT: DIRECTORS REPORT - Phil Kushlan, Executive Director, gave a report.

No action was required.

DISCUSSION: COMMISSIONER DISCUSSION-  There was no discussion held. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  A motion was made by Commissioner May to go into an executive session at 2:45 p.m. to Discuss Pending Litigation [Idaho Code (67-2345(f)] & Acquisition of Property [Idaho Code (67-2345( c )]. Commissioner Simonds seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken;

Additionally, communications ensued

with legal counsel for CCDC to discuss the legal ramification of and legal options for

pending litigation or controversies not yet  being litigated, but imminently likely to be

litigated.
