BOISE -- Capital City Development Corporation, Boise’s redevelopment agency, today announces the appointment of City Council member Lauren McLean to the CCDC Board of Commissioners. McLean was appointed by Mayor David Bieter and confirmed by the Boise City Council at its May 24 meeting. She takes over the seat formerly occupied by council member Alan Shealy, whose term ended on May 9. 
McLean is president of the Confluence Group, a consulting firm that advises clients on maximizing the impact of philanthropic donation. Prior to that she worked at Trillium Asset Management, a socially responsible investment firm. Active in a number of environmental issues, McLean was manager of the 2001 Foothills Open Space Initiative, the serial levy overwhelmingly approved by Boise voters to protect open space in the foothills. She also worked at the Idaho Conservation League, where she led a state-wide policy program focused on rural communities. 

McLean was appointed by Mayor Bieter to the City Council in December, 2010, to fill the remaining term of departing council member Vern Bisterfeldt. At the time, McLean was serving on the city’s Planning and Zoning Commission. Before that she had served on the Boise Parks Commission. 
McLean earned a bachelor’s at Notre Dame University and a Master of Public Administration in environmental policy at Boise State University. She is married and has two children.
McLean’s appointment combines with that of  Dana Zuckerman, appointed on May 10, to fill two open seats on CCDC’s nine-member Board of Commissioners. CCDC Commissioners are appointed by the Mayor of Boise and approved by the Boise City Council. Commissioners serve five-year terms and are not compensated for their service. 
CCDC is an independent public redevelopment agency serving as a catalyst for quality private development through urban design, economic development and infrastructure investment with a goal of “building vitality in Boise’s downtown.” 
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
