BOISE -- Mayor David Bieter, Representative Cherie Buckner-Webb and other representatives will celebrate the completion of the first phase of the Pioneer Corridor project, at the walkway near the corner of Miller Street and Grand Avenue, on Friday, May 20 at noon. A public informational open house will follow across the street at the Pioneer Community Center.

The Pioneer Corridor is a vision to improve the historic link between the Boise River and downtown through the River Street neighborhood. The project began with a design competition sponsored by Capital City Development Corp. in 2001 and the selection of Walker Macy landscape architects to complete the winning design. The vision includes realigning and rebuilding the former Lovers Lane/Pioneer Street to make a safe, attractive promenade for pedestrians and bicyclists and to encourage new urban development, especially new residential options, in the neighborhood. 

The first phase of the project, between Miller and Myrtle streets, was just completed by CCDC with funding from a federal transportation enhancement grant through the Idaho Transportation Department. The first phase showcases the new design, with a unique concrete and granite paving pattern, selected trees and landscape plants and a new standard of benches, light poles and other furnishings. The walkway is owned and maintained by Boise City Department of Parks and Recreation. Representatives from the city, CCDC, Walker Macy and the neighborhood will be available at the dedication to discuss the vision and possible future plans.

CCDC is an independent public redevelopment agency serving as a catalyst for quality private development through urban design, economic development and infrastructure investment with a goal of “building vitality in Boise’s downtown.”
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
